SYNOPSIS OF COVER FOR BIRMINGHAM COUNTY FA

TEAMS


Cover is provided, per insured person, following an accident whilst playing for, or taking part in training organised by the club or, whilst proceeding directly to and returning directly from the clubs away fixture as part of an organised party under the club auspices using private cars, motor coaches, or public transport, excluding aircraft or motor cycles. For the purpose of this insurance, a team shall be deemed to comprise of up to a maximum of 20 players including officials. No names are necessary.





ACCIDENTAL DEATH AND DISMEMBERMENT


Lump sum payable in the event of an accident causing death (up to Age 75) or loss of sight of one or both eyes or loss of use of one or more Limbs (up to Age 65) (Maximum death benefit £5,000 for persons under 16 years of age).





LIFE INSURANCE


Life Insurance Excluding Accidental Death covers all registered playing members of the registered club including officials, whilst participating in official club matches including official training or practice sessions, or standing by as a substitute or substituted player under the auspices of the registered club and death occurs within 14 days of the first manifestation of symptoms. Age limit on this benefit is restricted to those under 55 years of age. (Maximum death benefit £5,000 for persons under 16 years of age). 





PERMANENT DISABILITY

TEMPORARY TOTAL DISABLEMENT
